e  Wire mains power cable, 240V 50Hz, to terminals marked L, N & E (and DALI Cable to terminals
marked Da Da as applicable)

. Connect Blade Loom into EM Driver (8way connector)

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Testing Procedure:

When the unit is connected to the un-switched active, it must be allowed to charge the battery for at

least 24 hours. The Exit Lamps illuminate in normal conditions as well as during power fail. The Escape

Lamps (for -ESC products only) only illuminate during a power fail. Conduct the following tests:

e  The Exit Lamps & Escape Lamps must illuminate for at least 180 min after disconnection from the
mains. If the unit fails to illuminate for the requisite time, remedial action must be taken to repair the
situation and once completed, the unit must pass a subsequent test.

. Press and hold Test Button or switch Off Mains Supply, check that the Exit Lamps & Escape
Lamps is ON.

. Release the Test Button or switch On Mains Supply, check that the Exit Lamps are ON & Escape
Lamps are OFF (Non-maintained operation).
